This book is good for planning your landscape and includes layouts and lists by colors, wet, dry,
sun, shade, spikey, feathery or flowing, daisy like, and detail lists of individual plants showing
characteristics like height, light, soil, and drainage. The only drawback is that the book is not for a

specific area of Texas but covers sufficient information for one’s own research.

Instead of being a repeat of other high-quality
Texas books (Native Texas Plants by Wasowski being the best IMO), a large part of the book is
devoted to categorizing the plants by their forms (clumping, trailing, climbing, etc.), their prefered
habitat (shade, boggy, etc.), by color, and by their ability to attract bees, birds, and other wildlife to
your yard. | found these categorizations to be extremely useful. For further information about the
plants, you can then look at the alphabetical listing of all the species mentioned in the book. The
pictures in Wasowski’'s book are better, but the categorizations makes this book more useful for

selecting plants for your particular landscape.
