Without giving away too much of the plot | will say that he does have a lot of help in the form of
some bad individuals he had met in a previous NATO protection life. Peter Knight--who is employed
by Private in London--is engaged to help bring down this man who calls himiself by an obscure
Greek god’'s name--Cronus. In addition to Knight's problems stopping further death at the games, he
has young twins who keep him on his toes and are in fact an interesting sub-plot addition to the
story. A young newspaper reproter named Karen Pope is brought into the story by no doing of her
own as Cronus continues to send her warnings of impending death and doom at the games. The
book ends in what | would call very typical fashion with a duel to the end and a victor. | thought the
book was ok but not great. It was not as fast paced as most Patterson thrillers and lacked a certain

bite found in most of his other books.
