She has big plans for her future, starting with

college in NYC. Travis has an abusive father and a quiet, sweet mother. His brother died while

serving as a Marine making him feel like he will never live up to his memory, he loves losing himself

in fantasy books to escape reality, and he plans to remain in the small town working at his father's

sawmill.This was a beautiful coming of age story, and reading it felt like stepping back into my high

school years. Years filled with learning how to separate my thoughts and beliefs from those of my

parents, falling in love, and feeling ready to go to college and get on with life. This was a story about

helping others, following your dreams, and finding out that you can be anything you want to be ...
