| did not know the story of the British men who worked as slaves for the Japanese. This tells the

entire story from one man’s point of view.

A marvelous read. My then-future uncle was second officer of HMS Li Wo and was machine-gunned
in the water after it was sunk on February 14, 1942. He was then thought lost--but managed to
survive 42 months of captivity and slave labor on Sumatra. Another aunt and uncle survived 38
months of civilian internment in Santo Tomas and Los Banos. The general outline of the story is not

unknown but the details are telling and need to be put to paper.

The author reminds us of the incredible suffering and brutality of the Japanese soldiers. Just as the
Holocaust serves a reminder of the unthinkable, we must not forget these similar acts from the
Japanese. By reliving this nightmare, Alastair provides us with the factual, historical evidence of an

event that should never be forgotten. His is an amazing example of the human will’s overwhelming



effort to survive. | thank him for re earthing a painful memory of unspeakable evil for our collective
benefit.
