has nice sized graphics which adjust to devices with different resolution unlike many other chess

books with barely readable tiny boards.

Capablanca was right when he said that this book would be relevant as long as Chess is played.
The information inside seems to be childishly simple and not useful, yet so many games have been
marred by the inability of the player to spot a simple move. Capablanca does not spoon feed the
reader. The reader has to apply himself since the annotations are brief without too many variations.
The illustrative games while seemingly crude by modern standards are very instructive. What is
refreshing is that Capablanca has included eight of his losses (all his losses when the book was first
published). | suggest studying this book the old fashioned way, with a board and pieces. Mimic the
exact tournament scenario. time yourself with a clock if you like. If you have this book and go

through it carefully, you don't need hundreds of other books on strategy, endings etc.

Not typos, they seem to be unedited scan errors, lots of them, gibberish. Do not buy it, the pictures

are not good either, can hardly tell e.g. which one is the white queen, which is the black.
