This large print nonfiction book is prefaced by a table of contents that will set the stage

for future nonfiction texts. There are numerous full-color photographs of a wide variety of topics of

interest that include everything from itÃ¢Â€Â™s people, to buildings, and foods. Each two-page

spread discusses some aspect of Cuban life and has an appropriate photograph. There are

numerous questions interspersed throughout the text that encourage students to think. For
